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Dear Parent(s) of WYSA Soccer Players,

WYSA is very excited to share many improvements to our soccer program that we will be instituting this year.  The changes are big compared to all past years, so please take note so that your kids do not miss out.  These changes are to better improve our soccer program for all involved.  Of course our main goal is the kids, but the biggest benefits of these changes will be for you, the parents, and us, WYSA volunteers.  Ultimately creating a great soccer season for the kids to enjoy.

The largest change we will be instituting is a new registration plan.  This new plan will positively affect several things that have been big issues in the past and will make the season run much more smoothly. 

All Recreation Registrations for Fall of 2010 must be received by WYSA no later than August 1st.  Any registrations received after this date will be subject to the late fee and could jeopardize your child from receiving his/her shirt and having the opportunity to get on a team of their choice. 

 In addition there will no longer be any registrations accepted at Kickoff.  There will be several registration events and the dates, times and location of them are listed below.  Keep in mind that the most convenient way to register is to go to the website (www.winstedyouthsoccer.com).  The registration forms will be available and can be mailed in to WYSA, PO BOX 911, Winsted.

There are a couple of reasons behind the above changes.   In order to have your child’s shirt in on time for Kickoff the entire order has to be placed in July.  In the past WYSA had to estimate how many would be needed and two problems arose.  There either were not enough shirts, and several children had to wait a week or two into the season to get their shirt, or there were left over shirts that were unable to be used the following year due to a design change of the team shirt.

Another benefit to registrations being completed earlier is it allows WYSA to have the time required to properly put the teams together and create the schedule.  It would allow the schedule to be completed in enough time to be distributed at Kickoff and there would be earlier contact to you on what team your child is on and who their coach is.

The Planned 2010 Registration events will be as follows:

June 24th    Green Building at Rowley St. Playground       6:00-8:00

July 8th,      Green Building at Rowley St. Playground        6:00-8:00

July 15th    Green Building at Rowley St. Playground         6:00-8:00

July 29th    Green Building at Rowley St. Playground         6:00-8:00

For the registration event reminders please keep an eye out for signs around town, the advertisements in the Register Citizen and on Channel 13, and you can always look it up on the website.

Starting this Fall there will also be set days for each division.  This means that the schedule will be the same every week.  We know how every family has to juggle crazy schedules and this would allow for easier family schedule planning for all of you.  

The scheduled days will be as follows:  

Boys 3, 4, 5 will play on Monday’s and Wednesday’s 

Girls 3, 4, 5 will play on Tuesday’s and Thursday’s

Coed 6, 7, 8 will play on Tuesday’s and Thursday’s  

Kindergarten and 1 & 2 will continue as always on Saturday’s

(There could be an occasional Friday game, used for things like make up games, but they will be rare.)

In addition to the changes listed above there are also a few important items that also need to be noted.  Travel and Recreation are separate leagues and the pricing and registration requirements are different.  The family pricing listed on the Recreation Registration form is for Recreation only.  Travel is completely separate and is in addition to the Recreation pricing.  Travel incurs much more cost than Recreation.  The referees are certified and have a much larger cost per game.  The fields require more maintenance. Uniforms. 

Travel registrations are also due in earlier than Recreation registrations to meet the date requirements of CJSA (Connecticut Junior Soccer Association).  This year the registration needs to be in by July 23rd in order to allow for the proper preparation of the rosters and player passes.  Registration for Travel requires: a copy of a certified birth certificate, a photo of the child (wallet sized school photo works best – this photo is not returned), and the signature of the child at the bottom of the form.

We look forward to the upcoming soccer season and seeing the positive effects these changes will make.  Many of these changes are in a response to your comments and suggestions.
